 The Software (as defined below) will only be licensed to You (as defined below) 
upon the condition that You accept all of the terms and conditions contained in this 
license agreement (“License”).  Please read this License carefully. Then, fill out the form 
at the end and click the “ACCEPT / SUBMIT” button. By clicking on the “ACCEPT / 
SUBMIT” button, You accept the terms and conditions of this License.  After You click on 
the “ACCEPT / SUBMIT” button and Your form has been reviewed and approved, an 
email message will be sent to Your account with a password and instructions on how to 
download the software.  If You are not willing to be bound by these terms, select the

1. Definitions.  The following capitalized terms are used in this License with the following 

meanings: 
1.1. “Commercial Use” means sale, lease, license, distribution or otherwise 

making the Software available to a third party. 
1.2.  “Derivative Work” means any derivative work, as defined by U.S. copyright 

law, of the Software, including any modification, enhancement, upgrade, or 
improvement to the Software.  

1.3. “Internal Business Use” means use of the Software within Your business or 
organization only by You, Your employees and Your agents, and expressly 
excludes Commercial Use.
